Google Maps is similar to Googlarth, so you can use Google Maps to find existing POIs, create your

own POIs, create routes/lines and generate road directions. However, there are some key differences

between the two applications.

Google Earth is rather limited in providing road directiavhen compared to Google Maps which
provides walkingcar and public transit directions. In addition, tter directionsare providedwith the
option to avoid motorways and tolls, aradternative routesare also suggested for walking and public

transit drections Google Maps also allows you to create AOIs, LOIs, and POls with rich text and pictures.

SatSYNC has a dedicated function for downloading road directions or shapes from Google Maps as this

process is very different from downloading items from Qedgarth as will be demonstrated in the
following subsections.
